Experience working directly with Medicare beneficiaries and/or on Medicare beneficiary policy advocacy is especially valuable. Knowledge of long-term supports and services issues, particularly pertaining to delivery systems and the workforce, is a plus. 
A successful candidate must have strong writing skills and demonstrate the experience and capacity to put forward creative ideas for program strategies and written products (including Web-based resources).  He or she should be able to coordinate a project from concept to final product, working with staff in other departments and, when appropriate, with outside consultants and reviewers. 

A qualified candidate will have a master’s degree, law degree, or the equivalent and have two to five years experience with individual level, state and/or federal health care advocacy. Candidates who can demonstrate commitment to the issues of low-income populations will be given priority consideration. 

Responsibilities
The position is located in the Health Policy Department, which provides the substantive analysis underpinning all our policy positions and prepares the majority of Families USA’s written materials. We work with Government Affairs, Communications, and Field departments to develop strategies, activities, and reports that promote our goals.

The Policy Analyst will be expected to follow developments and emerging issues at both the state and federal levels, provide organizational guidance about the impact of such developments, prepare written materials, and provide substantive technical assistance and strategic guidance to state and national health care advocates in conjunction with other members of the Families USA staff.  Examples of written materials include media reports, technical analyses of policies and legislation, comments on policies and regulations for submission to federal agencies, and short pieces in support of legislative advocacy.
